WHEREAS, the opening of Davis Street between Washington and Clay Streets is a

planned phased of the Embarcadero Roadway Project; and

WHEREAS, this opening of Davis Street would replace a pedestrian pathway through

open space on the Western end of what is currently known as Ferry Park; and,

WHEREAS, there is a possibility that the City and County of San Francisco will

jeopardize Federal and State funding to the Embarcadero Roadway Project-totaling in the

tens of millions of dollars, if this construction project is not implemented; and,

WHEREAS, the reopening of Davis Street is an approved project that is scheduled to
